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Evaluation Criteria 
Criteria for evaluating scholarship applicants: 
The applicant shall submit an official transcript form his/her high school. The applicants shall have maintained a grade point average of 2.5 or better on a 4.0 scale. The applicant shall include at least 3 letters of reference, one of which shall be from an educator who has had direct contact with the applicant and has knowledge of the applicant's academic qualifications. The student shall submit a statement of need, including tuition costs and pertinent family circumstances. The students shall submit a personal educational goal statement outlining their plans for the future. This statement should be no longer than one typed page. The student's participation in extra-curricular activities at school, church, and in the community shall be considered. This scholarship is available to students planning to attend a community college or vocational or technical school and is not available to those planning to attend a 4 year college or University 
Application process: 

Application forms may be obtained from the Smith Center High School Guidance Counselor's Office and must be returned completed by April 1. Official transcripts, letters of reference, and any other supporting documents required also must be received by April. 

Payment: 

When the Claude and Faye Overmiller Scholarship is awarded, a check will be issued to the post-secondary institution specified by the applicant. This award will be based on the interest earned on the principal of the scholarship fund. The scholarship for the first year of existence will be in the amount of $500.  In the event the recipient does not enroll in a qualified post secondary institution the scholarship will be forfeited and become available to grant to a qualified recipient selected by the scholarship committee from the applications on file.
